Whether you like taking a
casual stroll through the woods, or climbing mountains and paddling whitewater, we all have an impact on the
Earth when we’re outside. Polluted waters, displaced wildlife, eroded soils, and trampled vegetation are just
some of the impacts linked directly to our outdoor activities. The natural world is a true blessing, and it is our
responsibility to lessen this impact.

The Leave No Trace Center for Outdoor Ethics is a national organization that is here to help! They have
developed a set of 7 guidelines to consider for reducing the damage we have on the Earth.

The 7 Principles of Leave No Trace:

1) Plan ahead and be prepared; 2)Travel and camp on durable surfaces; 3)Dispose of
- waste properly; 4) Leave what you find; 5) Minimize campfire impact; 6) Respect

.. wildlife; 7) Be considerate of others

¥ Remember these are a set of guidelines, not rules. Once educated, each individual
has to decide how to implement these guidelines into their lives.

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|!! arch is the month when many of the beautiful spring flowering perennials and shrubs begin to bloom. With Spring just around

the corner, it is time to get serious and get the garden ready!

|General Care:

e Weeding needs to be done before weeds have a chance to flower or go to seed. Once weeds go to seed you can be fighting
that seed for up to seven years+. Most weeds can be pulled or cultivated out of the garden while young.

e Repair damaged areas of the lawn. Dethatch, rake or aerate. Apply lime to soil if needed. Lawns need spring feeding but if
thatching or liming needs to be done, do those jobs first.

e If there are pools of water in your yard not draining, fill in the low spot or make a channel for water to drain away.

Annuals, Perennials and Bulbs in the Garden:

e  Pull mulch off gradually as plants show signs of new growth. Winter mulch protects from sudden changes in temperature.
Acclimate plants by removing mulch over a period of days, allowing light/air to reach new growth slowly. It’s much better to
remove the mulch a little later than to remove it too early.

e Alternating thawing/freezing can tear plant roots and force the plant out of ground. If you notice plants have heaved, push
them back into the soil, and tap dirt lightly.

e Divide & transplant summer blooming perennials and fertilize established ones as soon as new growth appears.

e Plant tender bulbs and tubers like gladiolas, lilies, and dahlias. Continue planting additional bulbs every two weeks until mid
June to ensure a continuous source of bloom. L T

e Remove all spent blooms from blubs, but leave the foliage in place. g i

e Fertilize any bulbs that have finished blooming with bone meal or bulb booster.

Shrub and Tree Care:

e You can still safely transplant azaleas and other small shrubs as long as the

flower buds haven’t swelled or broken open.

e Fertilize shrubs and trees. Use an acid type fertilizer to feed evergreens,

conifers, camellias, & azaleas. Use all-purpose fertilizer to feed roses and other

deciduous trees & shrubs. If using granular type fertilizers, be sure to water it in
thoroughly.

e  Finish pruning trees this month—before the buds swell.

Enjoy your yard work and take pleasure in the beauty your efforts provide!!
